2. General aims of the mobility period:

The cooperation objectives of this partnership are to increase the European slant of our institution, to enable young people to experience a concrete European learning environment, to strengthen the ties between partner institutions and also to expand the openness of each institution toward a truly European dimension. We have developed a good relationship with Smidstrup-skaerup skole, Denmark over the past few years. The study of English and German as well as Maths and science is carried out in both schools will certainly facilitate the contacts and lay the basis for further improvements. 
3. Specific aims:

What do you expect the pupil to achieve in the following areas?

· foreign language learning

· academic skills (possibly in relation to individual subjects)

· project work (e.g. linked with the topic of the Comenius Partnership or another form of school cooperation)

· other knowledge and competences

Foreign language learning:
we expect the students will achieve a more complete competence over English and German getting at least a B1 and A2 level respectively. Provided Nadia and Sofia meet these requirements, they won’t be asked to have supplementary tests for the missed months of school in those subjects (English Mr Badiali and German Ms Rogai). We also expect that they acquire a basic competence in Danish as to be able to ask for information, talk about simple actions and things etc and to understand simple conversations with mother tongue speakers about everyday life. We also expect them to read and write very simple texts in Danish. 

academic skills in other subjects:
As far as the scientific subjects  are concerned (Physics&Chemistry&Biology), the 2 students will be required to follow the topics in Danish with some English translation and to achieve positive results. Also in this case there won’t be any need to sit for supplementary tests for the period of mobility in science as the Italian science teacher Mr Borsotti will get the marks attributed by the Danish school.  As for Maths, the teacher Ms Cifali given the fact that  Nadia and Sofia will be probably following a very different programme, will acknowledge the results obtained in DK integrating them with 1 written and 1 oral test. Although the students are mainly required to follow a challenging programme in the host school (24 hours a week), Nadia and Sofia are also asked to devote some of their own free time, both at school and at home, to catch up with the subjects of their class 3E at Liceo Giotto Ulivi. In this respect we have singled out some students in the class 3E who will be providing feedback especially of the subjects not followed in the host school in Denmark. They go as follows:
